A quest for courage, inner freedom, and friendship

The book “Fin Kamel geht spazieren” (A Camel Goes for a Walk) was published in 2021 as a fable in poetic
form with 464 rhymes in black print and Braille on the same page in a print run of 42 copies in German.

The horse plays a central role in the book and also appears in the first chapter in the drawing that illustrates the
most important content of the chapter: The main character—the camel Konrad—wants to understand why
something as special as horses can exist. In chapters 5 and 8, he thinks about horses and asks questions. In
chapter 10, a little girl tells from his point of view what makes horses special, and finally the researcher allows
the camel to visit the horses.

In the sequel (A Camel and His Dreamer, End of 2026), the camel describes the visit to the horses in Chapter 7
as edifying. However, in reference to “Gulliver's Travels,” he asks the researcher whether his stories—which
the horses passed on to him—can be true. In chapter 14, the human father discusses with his son that it is
important to tell someone the truth and, as an intelligent being, to accept it gratefully. The camel learned
knowledge and respect for social conventions and values over time, and so the human father hopes that his son
will do the same. He hopes that his story about the camel will help the child in this regard.

In the sequel, it turns out that the stories about the camel are not real. It only appears in the dreams of a human
father who wants to help his son, Heinz, find a good place in society.

This son, in turn, had been reading the book “Gulliver's Travels.” The dream figure Konrad appears to the father
in his dreams as a representative of his son Heinz and shows similarities to his son:

Both want to be courageous, strive for a new form of inner freedom, and take action to find friends. They seek
boundaries, are intelligent, and passionate. The camel is therefore interested in the horses, and the son in the
group of intellectuals in the library.

In general, the 25 chapters of 940 rhymes focus on questions of the distinction between dream and reality, those
of friendship and role within society, and the importance of sincerity.

Chapter 1

A camel goes for a walk

and thinks about this and that,

and at first he enjoys it,

but he just can't understand

why some things exist between heaven and earth,

like those horses that gallop across the meadows at the same time,
though not far away, neighing.
